3. Everyone needs a waiver on file.
4. No cursing or Bad Language. (includes making fun of others, gossip, etc)
 	5. SIGN IN CLEARLY USING YOUR FULL NAME AS SOON AS YOU ARRIVE.
6. No Leaving “HUB” Property unless leaving for the duration of the scheduled program. If you MUST leave early, you must get permission from a staff member or be “signed” out.
** 7. NO FIGHTING (verbally or physically) Report any problems to a staff member or volunteer
** 8. NO TOBACCO, DRUGS, ALCOHOL OR ANY ILLEGAL SUBSTANCE permitted on property 
** 9. NO WEAPONS. YOU ARE SUBJECT TO SEARCH WHILE ON “HUB” PROPERTY. 
10. Store personal belongings in designated areas. The HUB is not responsible for lost/stolen items.
11. Keep the place clean- use garbage cans for all trash.
12. No food or drink in the Gym area
13. All injuries, whether major or minor in nature, must be reported to the HUB Staff IMMEDIATELY.
14. All Damage to Facilities, Furniture, or Equipment must be reported to the HUB Staff.
15. No Stealing.
16. No sitting in cars 
17. No PDA (physical display of affection – Hand holding ONLY permitted) PDAs make others feel uncomfortable.
